To achieve “Green School”
status, Earth Club members
conducted two sustainability
audits assessing utility usage
in the building. Also as part of
the auditing process, the club
sorted and weighed food and
packaging after two lunch periods to determine the level of waste.

Earth Club is making a big difference here at St. Mary’s, as well as in our
community, but it’s not the only way for students to be involved with
sustainability initiatives. A number of students, faculty and staff members commute
to St. Mary’s by bicycle.

The Campus Ministry Green Team is responsible for the paper recycling
containers in the hallways. They also make eco-books from paper that is collected
throughout the building that has been used on one side only. These spiral
notebooks are sold to students for 50 cents each. The Green Team also creates flyers
to post around the school reminding students of easy ways to be more ecological.

Teaching, Integrating and Exploring Science (TIES) mentors collect cans and
plastic bottles from the school and take them to recycling centers. The money that
brings in helps support TIES.

All of these Blues prove that with a little effort, it can be easy being green.

t. Mary’s Academy’s soccer and
lacrosse teams have always been guests on other
fields, but no longer. The Blues now have the
home-field advantage, thanks to the Buckman
Field Project.

The renovation of the field was completed
in June through a partnership among St. Mary’s
Academy, Portland City United Soccer Club,
the City of Portland, Portland Public Schools
and Nike’s Places for Sports initiative.

Partners shared in the cost of two
regulation-size synthetic turf fields located in

inner Northeast Portland, and St. Mary’s is
fundraising to fulfill its portion of the price tag.
Lacrosse doesn’t begin until spring, but
already the investment is paying dividends for
the school’s soccer team. This fall, the varsity
soccer players finished the season with 11 wins

and six loses.

“When we were over at Delta Park (where
the team used to play), it didn't really feel like
our field. Now we have a scoreboard that says

‘St. Mary’s,”” said SMA senior Jane Campbell,
goal keeper for the varsity soccer team. “I think
people want to defend their turf more because
this is our field.”

Beyond the psychological advantages of
having a home field, there are logistical benefits
to Buckman Field.

For starters, the field is just a few miles from
SMA, and players hop on a school bus to make
the quick trip. The Blues don’t have to jockey
for practice time like they did when using parks
or Portland State University facilities. Also, they
get to practice on artificial turf — what the vast
majority of their games are played on — rather
than grass. Additionally, there are bleachers

where parents, friends and other supporters can
sit to watch the games and cheer on the players.

Buckman Field is exciting not only to the
team members but also to their families.

“The Buckman Field project represents a
unique opportunity for St. Mary’s to acquire
outstanding athletic facilities. It fills a gap
in the offerings of the school and brings its
facilities in line with the outstanding academic
achievements,” said Blair Campbell, Jane



Campbell’s father. “I contributed to the

Buckman Field project for St. Mary’s. I did it

for my daughter. I did it for the team. I did it

because I think it's what's required to make

St. Mary’s competitive in soccer and lacrosse.”
Buckman Field allows our soccer and lacrosse

players to experience what other Blues teams
have long enjoyed, said Anna Maria Lopez ’79,
St. Mary’s Academy Athletic Director.

“This is a great opportunity to support our
school. Everyone knows what it’s like when our
gym is full of people supporting our volleyball
and basketball teams; it’s tough to imagine that
we've never had that opportunity in soccer and
lacrosse, and now we do. We created similar

environments for those two programs. I can't
think of a more exciting event to be at than a
high-school athletic event with the energy, the
spirit and the camaraderie it creates for our
students and the community. It’s tremendous,”
Lopez said.

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Setting the
Pace:

Keeping up with
2011 state
cross-country
champion

he top step of the awards stand at
Lane Community College in Eugene is only
about 5 feet off the ground — about the same
as any other awards stand — but for St. Mary’s
Academy sophomore Paige Rice, it felt like 20
feet on Saturday, Nov. 5.

She may not have been sure whether her
feet were touching it anyhow. She had just
won the OSAA 6A State Girls Cross-Country
Championship — a first for SMA.

Both the varsity and junior varsity cross-

country teams at St. Mary’s went undefeated
in league meets this season, as they have for
the past decade. Overall, the teams’ dual meet
league record since joining the Mt. Hood
Conference in 2002 is 76-0. The varsity team
finished fifth at state this year.

St. Mary’s has one of the state’s most
consistently excellent running programs, and
Rice sees herself as part of that shared legacy.

First place medal dangling from her neck,

she looked out at the west bank that rises above
the track and watched all the St. Mary’s people
—and not a few of the fans affiliated with other
Oregon high-school teams — as they cheered her
accomplishment.

The exhilaration cut through the rainy,
45-degree weather and lifted the corners of her
mouth in a wide smile. She seemed to shiver,
but not from the cold.

“I thought ‘finally,”” she said later. “I really
needed to get some redemption after those two
losses.”

The two losses of which she was speaking

both happened during the last school year.
Rice had come to St. Mary’s with an enormous
reputation borne of several national age group
victories, and she won almost everything she
had entered as a freshman.

The “almosts” ate at her more than she ever
let on. She finished second in the 2010 state
cross-country meet and in the 1,500-meter race
at the state track meet last spring.

She was gracious about both races, shrugging



philosophically and hiding behind her
infectious smile.

“I put way more pressure on myself than
anybody puts on me,” she said. “I sometimes
beat myself up if I don’t run as well as I think I
should.”

Such is the competitive nature of the student
who may already be the most accomplished
SMA distance runner of all time — before she’s
old enough to have a driver’s license.

Rice was a three-time individual national
age-group cross-country champion and

something of a media phenomenon when she
left West Sylvan Middle School and enrolled at
St. Mary’s in the fall of 2010.

But she didn’t bring a champion’s ego with
her. Truth is, she doesn’t have one.

“I knew she would come in as the No. 1
runner, but I knew she didn't have that ego,
which was nice to see,” said Mike Bojorquez,
St. Mary’s Academy’s Athletic Project
Coordinator and Head Track and
Cross-Country Coach. “She’s a fierce
competitor, but she’s the sweetest kid — you
don’t always see that
combination.

“She’s a great
teammate, whether
you're one of the top
runners or one of the
beginning runners.
She doesn’t just think
of herself; she thinks
about everybody on the team.”

Rice is as deep as she is fast. She was one of
the first to come to teammate Ellen Patterson’s
side last spring and summer during her battle
with ovarian cancer. Bojorquez loves to watch
Rice win a race, then turn around at the finish
line and high-five everybody else.

The only thing that seems to separate her
from everybody else is that she gets to most of
those finish lines a lot sooner.

Immersed in Another World:
SMA freshman experience

This fall, 177 ninth-graders, 32 student leaders and 36
adult chaperones immersed themselves in the life of some of
our poorest neighbors on the streets of Old Town over the
course of several days.

The purposes of the Immersion Retreats are to learn about
the issues of homelessness and to get to know the people and
the social service agencies that assist those who live
on the streets of our community. Through the

assistance of JOIN, Downtown Chapel,

and the Macdonald Center, our students

get a glimpse into the life of a person

experiencing homelessness while learning
about some of the deeper causes of this
complicated issue.

The 18th Annual Food for Thought Tuition
Assistance Luncheon took place on Nov. 10
at the Hilton Portland & Executive Tower
and raised more
than $370,000
toward a
$1.1 million
commitment to
financial aid for
the 2011-2012
school year. This
was the second-
largest amount in
the event’s history.

Forty percent
of St. Mary’s
students receive
some form of
tuition assistance,
and this year the
average financial
aid package is $4,450. This would not be
possible without St. Mary’s Academy’s annual
Food for Thought Luncheon.

“At the core of our school’s mission is a
desire to assure access to a St. Mary’s Academy
education for all young women, regardless of
their families’ financial means. This event helps
us fulfill that commitment,” said St. Mary’s

Academy President Christina Friedhoff. “We
are extremely grateful to the hundreds of people
who joined us for this cause.”

About 700 people attended this year’s
event, organized by a dedicated committee of
volunteers chaired by Kimberly Cooper, St.
Mary’s Academy Board Member and parent of
a junior.

Carter, a sociologist with the Greater Good
Science Center at the University of California,
Berkeley, and author of “Raising Happiness: 10
Simple Steps for Raising More Joyful Kids and
Happier Parents,” captivated event attendees
with a presentation on the science of happiness.

Student speaker Polina Guzenko, a
St. Mary’s senior and tuition assistance
recipient, expressed her gratitude to Food for
Thought patrons for making it possible for her
to attend Oregon’s premier college-preparatory
high school for young women.

“I really appreciate what the donors do for
the school, and I'm so grateful that I have the
opportunity to come here.

program.

High school has been an enriching
experience, according to Guzenko.

My friends are all
different, but we all want the same things, to go
to college and to be successful in life,” she said.

Maggie Gardner, a member of St. Mary’s
Academy’s class of 1998 and student speaker
at this event in 1997, offers current students
such as Guzenko a shining example. Gardner
received tuition assistance while at St. Mary’s.
She spoke at the luncheon about how St. Mary’s
helped set the course for her future.

After graduating from St. Mary’s, Gardner
attended Harvard University and later Harvard
Law School, where she graduated magna cum
laude and as an editor of the Harvard Law
Review.

Gardner clerked for the Honorable Sandra
Lynch on the First Circuit Court of Appeals and
worked at the law firm of WilmerHale and for
the judges of the Special Tribunal for Lebanon
before recently returning to Portland to clerk for
the Honorable Michael H. Simon of the U.S.
District Court.

“St. Mary’s prepared me for academic
success, but it also gave me something even
more valuable: the confidence and clarity to
follow my own path and to build a happy and
fulfilling life on my own terms,” Gardner said.

Meet Your Mentor

SMA's mentorship program helps alumnae
pay it forward

For Cyreena Boston Ashby "98 and Taylor Cheek-
Mundy ’09, the relationship forged through St. Mary’s
Academy’s Alumna-Student Mentorship Program went
beyond mentor-mentee, and their connection didn’t
end when Cheek-Mundy graduated and headed off to
Washington, D.C. for college.

“We are closer than close. She’s like my older sister,”
said Cheek-Mundy, now a junior at Howard University.
“Wee still stay in touch and talk every week. She’s like part
of our family. It was really great that St. Mary’s could make
that connection.”

This is the 10th year for the school’s Alumna-Student
Mentorship Program, and Cheek-Mundy and Boston
Ashby are just one example of a successful pairing. This
year, 34 students have been matched with mentors with
expertise in areas ranging from business to design to health
care.

Mentors can offer leadership development, as well as
college and career advice, to mentees. Mentors also can
share how they handled the triumphs and
challenges of high school.

For Cheek-Mundy, Boston Ashby
filled an important role. Cheek-Mundy’s
mother died when she was in middle
school, and Boston Ashby provided her
with a positive female role model.

Now Boston Ashby, deputy policy
adviser on small-business issues for Gov.
John Kitzhaber, is stepping into the role of
mentor once again for SMA sophomore
Laura Zwerling.

Zwerling is interested in politics, so she
thinks that she and Boston Ashby are a
good fit.

“I'm really looking forward to getting
to know her better,” Zwerling said.

Boston Ashby has been involved with the Alumna-
Student Mentorship Program since 2006, and thinks it’s a
good way to give back.

“The mentors can really reinforce the mission of the
school and its best attributes,” she said. “Every mentor has
something to offer. Depending on where you're at, you have
different wisdom to share.”

Depending on where life takes her after college, Cheek-
Mundy is interested in following Boston Ashby’s lead and
returning to SMA as a mentor.

“I would definitely want to be that somebody for another
girl,” Cheek-Mundy said.
